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Notes on use of cryogen
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DO NOT SEAL CRYOGEN CONTAINER.

When cryogen containers are sealed, there is a
danger of explosion because the pressure in the
container becomes very high.
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VENTILATE THE ROOM to prevent hypoxia when
cryogen is being used in the room.

DO NOT RIDE TOGETHER when you transport the
cryogen container by the elevator.
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USE LEATHER GLOVES.

If you touch the cryogen or the metallic part of the
cryogenic container with your bare hands, you
might get frostbite.

Do not use cotton gloves because liquid soaks into
gloves.
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
